Prompt support delivered by working
together with local people

Immediately after the disaster ADRA dispatched Japanese staffs to
the Laguna Province which had suffered extensive damage but had
not yet received any international aid. We distributed the relief items
for daily living which were most needed, namely foodstuff (rice,
canned fish, beans, milk, etc.) and bedclothes (blankets, mattresses
and mosquito nets), to 20,000 victims.

Yuki Aida People who received the relief items made the following comments.

Furthermore, 100 local students participated in the project as
volunteers, saying “we want to make some kind of contribution as
well rather than just receive assistance.” They told us about their
gratitude and emotion, saying “when we see families using the
mosquito nets and sleeping with peace of mind on the mattresses that
we distributed, we felt glad that we helped ADRA carry out the
project.”

We are grateful because the assistance from JPF enabled us to
provide prompt support without spoiling the local self-help efforts.

Psychosocial care that alleviated shock of
typhoon damage

We distributed foodstuff and relief items for daily living to 356
affected households in one of the largest slums in Asia, the Bagong
Silang area (in Caloocan City), and provided protection to a total of
70 children and nursing mothers, etc. into evacuation facilities.
Furthermore, we distributed relief items such as uniforms and school

supplies to 1,113 child victims to enable them to return to school.
Madoka Adachi The area in which we provided relief has always been extremely
poor but the disaster caused serious damage to the lives of the

people. For example, it totally destroyed the basic infrastructure for

Philippines flood victims living. However, many families and governmental authorities told us

that through this relief project “the children had a safe place to live
and this provided huge emotional support to their parents” and “we
were able to concentrate our efforts on rebuilding.”

Furthermore, psychosocial care to alleviate the shock of the
typhoon damage was given to 150 child victims. This was a valuable
opportunity for emotionally traumatized children to share their
experiences of the disaster, have fun with other children, and open
up to others about how they were feeling. We staff were extremely
encouraged by seeing the children regaining their smiles day by day. |
also appreciate that our local staffs and volunteers worked hard all
through the project.
